OPENING Fr. Jim began the meeting in prayer at 6:35.
SELECTION OF OFFICER  Matt Fett III moved from the position of vice-president to president; Catherine Nutter remained in the role of secretary.

Sandy Malik nominated Paul Ivan for vice-president; Ralph Buchman seconded.  Paul declined.

Catherine Nutter nominated David Schweihofer as vice-president; Paul Ivan seconded.  After some discussion, David assented; all approved.  David is the new vice-president.

A discussion occurred regarding parish council membership.  Fr. Jim informed the council of the following changes:  


1) The consulters (from the AOD) stated that our parish council has too many members with 

                ten; eventually, we should have no more than seven members.  With the changes in 

                membership that occurred over the summer, we now have eight members.

2)  The consulters also stated that since we are one parish, no quota should be maintained 

       as to having a certain number of members from each site.  In other words, although 

       representation from each site is ideal, it is not required.  
APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING’S MINUTES  
David questioned Judy Beauvais as to whether or not it was correctly recorded in the June minutes that the estimates taken for the budget were “conservative”; Judy said that the report was accurate.
David motioned to accept the minutes; Sandy seconded; all assented.

No audience members raised any issues.
VICARIATE PARISH COUNCIL 
The VPC has not yet met for the year.  The first meeting is Sept. 10.
PASTOR’S REPORT

Work at Sites:

1. St. Mark:  The dock has been rebuilt; the hail damage on the roof has been repaired; the bathrooms have been painted and updated.

2. St. Catherine:  The tiles damaged by the expansion of the floor are being replaced; a new piano was purchased.

3. Holy Cross: The boiler is almost done; a window company will be coming to take a look at necessary repairs to or replacement of protective covers for the church windows.

School Enrollment:  123 students are registered at Holy Cross Elementary; 200 students are registered at Cardinal Mooney.

Ralph asked whether the finances were being dealt with as one account yet.  Fr. Jim said they were still being dealt with by site.  This situation will most likely be maintained until Holy Cross’s debt is paid off.

COMMISSION REPORTS  No reports were given at this time.
OLD BUSINESS  

1. Parish Library:  Mary Patrick reported that everything was in place for the parish-wide, honor-system library.  Each site will have a collection of spiritual books available for parishioners to sign out on their own accord; parishioners may also donate books to the library.

2. St. Catherine Addition:  Catherine Nutter asked where things stood with the plans for the addition onto the activity center.  Fr. Jim reported that he would be having a meeting with Craig LaDuke and that things were progressing as expected. 
NEW BUSINESS/MEMBER REPORTS  
1. Giving Tree:  Mary Endres reminded the council that someone else would have to take over the Giving Tree this year.  Fr. Jim said someone else would take on the responsibility for the project.
2. Parish Picnic:  The parish picnic is this Sunday, Sept. 14 at Browne’s Field, Harsens Island, with noon Mass to be followed by the picnic from 1pm - 4pm.

3. PC Membership Change: Midge Fannon has resigned her seat on the Parish Council; we thank her and wish her well in her future endeavors.
